SASR LAW ENFORCEMENT FAMILIARIZATION COURSE 
1-day course designed for sniper teams that have purchased a SASR system. Familiarizes the sniper team 
in: application, capabilities, and limitations of the SASR system.  
 
1/2-day classroom and 1/2 day on the range.

SASR  LAW ENFORCEMENT OPERATOR’S COURSE 
4 to 5 day course designed for sniper teams that have already decided to implement a SASR program and 
have purchased a weapon system. This course will teach sniper teams the application, capability, limitation, 
and operational skill sets of a SASR system.  
 
1/3rd classroom and 2/3rds on the range and in practical applications.
